in situ: presents one of the greatest masterpieces of the last century, Three Sisters, at Cambridge’s oldest building, The Leper Chapel. 
Inspired by Russian practitioners such as Stanislavsky and Meyerhold, and the more modern influences of absurdism and ‘Zero Theatre’, in situ:’s ensemble performance explores Chekhov’s great tragedy in new and powerful ways.
Olga, Irina and Masha – the three sisters of the title – live in an isolated town far from the Moscow that they remember and love.
In a meaningless and dreary present they dream of future happiness. The arrival of an army regiment appears to furnish an opportunity for escape, but leads only to violence and disillusion.
Director Richard Spaul explains: “One of the most powerful aspects of Chekhov's drama is the way in which the characters try to imagine their future, the future of their country, their children's future. They seem to be in a strange state of limbo.
“Our production looks at the play through the lens of the wars, nationalisms and chaos of the early 20th century but also asks: 100 years later, what's our future?”

They can be bought on the door from 7.30pm on the day, but space is limited, so advance booking is recommended.

In situ: has been presenting site-specific productions for the past 17 years in venues as diverse as houses in Cambridge, The Leper Chapel and Wandlebury Country Park. It has also produced sold-out shows at Brighton Fringe.
Productions have ranged from War of the Worlds and Psycho, to The Cherry Orchard, King Lear, Hedda Gabler and Decameron.
